Graduate Program

The Program offers M.S., M.Oc.E., and Ph.D. degrees
providing graduates with the opportunity to pursue
careers in private consulting, public agencies, or
research and education.

The Coastal and Ocean Engineering faculty are actively
engaged in research projects, providing Research Assis-
tant financial support to qualified applicants. Teaching
Assistant positions are also available. Research funding
is provided through a variety sources at national and
regional levels.

The Western Interstate Commission for Higher Education
enables residents of selected western states to enroll in
the Program at resident tuition rates.

Research Experiences for Undergraduates

The REU-Site at the WRL provides junior and senior
level students with an opportunity to work with a faculty
mentor and graduate students on a research project.

The REU program teaches valuable research skills
and expands the students options for careers in science
and engineering, including graduate-level education.

The REU program is 10-week summer program and is
supported by the National Science Foundation .
